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The new layout of Ultima V3 is

As the vehicle moves around the 
airport, the red car icon on the 
map tracks the route.

There is now an option to change the 
background graphics into night mode,  
ensuring the screen is not too bright during 
evening use.



Users can select up to 20 
distress calls to be 
programmed on each 
Ultima system.

Each specie is illustrated 
on the bird dispersal 
screen and further 
information is also 
available by pressing the 
blue book button 
(circled in red) to aid 
identification.



Ultima self-learns the 
routine of each Operator, 
also remembering, for 
example, prominent 
species present and the 
various sound levels 
previously used at GPS 
tracked airside locations.

The distress call screen, 
now incorporates a timer 
to indicate the duration of 
the broadcast



Once the distress call has 
been broadcast, the user 
must log the location of 
the birds and the 
dispersal direction.

An option exists to log  
ǘƘŜ ŘǊƛǾŜǊΩǎ ƭƻŎŀǘƛƻƴ ƛŦ ƘŜ 
exits the vehicle and uses 
another dispersal 
method. 



The user continues by logging the 
flock size; this can be a manual 
entry or a number from a pre-
selected quantity range.  The 
system will also log the average 
number. 

The method used to disperse the 
animals/wildlife is now selected.

V3 allows you to add other 
dispersal methods e.g. BSC, 
Human Presence, Lure etc.
